
About the Project 
Fillmore County Airport continues to 

serve an important role as a reliever 

airport to Rochester for general aviation 

aircraft. The County is experiencing a rise 

in aircraft activity, and constructing a new 

terminal facility enhanced the experience 

for pilots. The previous 450 sq. ft. 

terminal building was built in 1981,

o� ered limited space for pilots, and

was beyond its useful life. 

With an eye towards updating their 

terminal building, and with their Master 

plan up to date, Fillmore County applied 

for a highly sought after Airport Terminal 

Program (ATP) grant in 2022. Fillmore 

County was one of four Minnesota 

airports selected to receive this 

competitive grant in its � rst year of 

funding. SEH and the County collaborated 

to maximize space and use of the 

building, and implemented the required 

upgrades to meet the long-term needs of 

the airport. A key challenge was meeting 

the required design schedule to bid the 

project, apply for the grant, and not 

jeopardize the ATP funds.

Total project costs = $1.4 million
