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About the Project

Glencoe Municipal Airport continues to serve an important role for travel and
economic activity in Minnesota. During their recently completed Airport Master
Plan, the City identified their terminal as needing repair or replacement to
continue fulfilling this role and meeting the needs of users.

The previous terminal building was built in the 1970s and needed several
modifications. For example, the new terminal building made improvements to
accommodate for the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) requirements.
Another important component of the project included energy efficient fixtures and
additional improvements to meet the City’s long-term needs for the terminal.

With an eye towards updating their terminal building, the City applied for the
competitive Airport Terminal Program (ATP) grant in 2022. Out of over 650
applicants nationwide with $14 billion requested, Glencoe was one of four
Minnesota airports selected to receive this competitive grant in its first year of
funding. The City also used funds from the Airport Improvement Program (AlP)
and the Airport Improvement Grant (AIG) program. Agency and stakeholder
coordination were central to the project’s success. SEH and the City collaborated
with the FAA and MnDOT to meet shortened design schedules, FAA requirements,
and COVID-era supply chain issues to complete this new terminal building.
